WHO:  Adult Women –18 years of age and older or out of High School. 

 

WHEN:  Games are played every Thursday night, beginning May 13, 2021. 

 

WHERE:  All games will be played at the Malthouse Grounds Diamond  – 

 Located on the Corner of Walnut & Breckenridge Streets. 

 

RULES:   All league rules are followed under the A.S.A. rule book.  There are a few 

local rules that apply however. 

 

AWARDS:  Team sponsor plaque for League Champions. 

 

TEAM  Teams in the league from the previous year will be given priority for the  

ENTRY: upcoming season.  Vacancies after that will be on a first come, first serve 

basis.  Team managers will be notified of their team entry and the dates of 

league meetings.  A completed entry form and fees must be paid by the 

registration deadline for a team to be considered in the league.  The 

League maximum will be seven teams. 

 

FEE: $340/team (based on 5 teams, no playoffs).  May change based on # of 

games played.

RAINOUTS: Up to 3 nights of rainouts will be made up, all others will be refunded on a

and teams will be notified via group text.
